Straddling two counties and stretching from Swatragh in the North to Fivemiletown in the South, Mid Ulster District covers an area of 1714 km²representing 14% of the land mass of Northern Ireland with a population of close to 140,000, living in a mix of urban and rural communities.
The principal towns in Mid Ulster are Cookstown, Dungannon and Magherafelt. Surrounding towns and villages include Ballyronan, Coagh, Moneymore, Pomeroy, Stewartstown, Coalisland, Moy, Fivemiletown, Maghera, Castledawson, Draperstown and Bellaghy.

The Council takes responsibility for the services of 3 legacy Councils – Cookstown District Council, Dungannon and South Tyrone Borough Council and Magherafelt District Council – as well as a range of new services from 1 April 2015, previously delivered by central government departments, including planning, urban regeneration, off-street parking.

Mid Ulster District Council will also have increased powers in local economic development and tourism, along with continued partnerships such as the Policing and Community Safety Partnership.

The district is served by 40 Councillors elected in 7 District Electoral Areas (DEAs) – Dungannon, Carntogher, Clogher Valley, Cookstown, Magherafelt, Moyola and Torrent. It will deliver its services with a staff complement of circa 950 people.
